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Where are the families?

Many of you have noticed that the FPLCV Interfaith Hospitality Network has had no
families since the end of December. You may be wondering whether or not there is still a
need for a Family Promise network in our valley. Are there still families in crisis in our val-
ley?

Since the beginning of the current school year through about mid-February, the
Clarkston School District reported 214 homeless children in the district. The Lewiston
School District reported 72, up from the previous school year. Some of the children are dou-
bled up with other families or living in motels. Some of the families are probably homeless
due to drug or criminal activity and wouldn’t pass our IHN screening process. But the YWCA
shelter, with a more lenient screening process hasn’t been full, either. Since the beginning
of January many families have made appointments to find out about our network. Most have
not kept their appointments. What are they doing instead?

Beginning in August, 2009, through the federal government American Recovery Act
stimulus efforts, Region Il will receive $449,844 over a three year period of time to combat
homelessness. New Bridges Community Church is overseeing the distribution of $292,942
in funds for Nez Perce, Idaho, Clearwater and Lewis Counties, while Sojourners’ Alliance in
Moscow is overseeing the $156,902 for Latah County. 60% of these funds must be ex-
pended within the first two years, having begun in August, 2009.

New Bridges had served approximately 33 households with this funding (89 people)
as of December 31, 2009, the end of the most recent reporting period. As of mid-February,
their numbers are a little higher; the estimate being closer to 42 households. The money
may be used to subsidize rent for families and singles for a six month term. Assistance is
capped at up to $2,000 per single person and $3,000 per family. The funds may also be
used to pay for motel/hotel vouchers, storage costs, utilities, arrears rent, and moving costs.
New Bridges had spent a little over 50% of the first-year funds within four months of receiv-
ing the grant.

In Asotin County, Quality Behavioral Health was awarded $94,000 for 2009 and has
divided it out quarterly. Families or individuals are chosen by greatest need. A person does
not have to be a client of QBH to receive this assistance, but does need to be an Asotin
County resident. The household income must be at or below 150% of the Washington me-
dian income. There is a 90-day re-evaluation for participants and they may receive assis-
tance for up to nine months.

The availability of the government funds will have a great short-term impact on fam-
ily homelessness in the Lewis-Clark valley. Many families will be able to stay in their homes
in the face of a crisis. Others without housing will have the funds to be able to find housing.
These are the families who usually turn to our Interfaith Hospitality Network for help during
their crisis and transition time. Although the families are receiving financial aid, they are not
receiving the counseling and education the Family Promise IHN provides, which gives them
the tools to prevent homelessness in the future.

The mission of Family Promise® of Lewis Clark Valley is to work with other local
agencies and faith communities to empower families to become self-sufficient and independ-
ent. The government money has helped families with housing so they haven’t needed to
use our network. But when the money is gone, there will still be families who will need our
services. We are working to find how best to use our resources in the interim.

Food & Shelter

During 2009, Family Promise® of
Lewis Clark Valley served 12 families,
including 26 children; 13 of whom
were under age five. FPLCV pro-
vided 2209 bed-nights of lodging and
served 6604 meals through our host
and team congregations. Guests
were housed in community churches
at night and had use of the day center
during the day. Case management
was done on site at the day center to
assist our guests with finding hous-
ing, accessing services to secure em-
ployment, child care, etc.

Case Manager

In the month of August, we were
able to add a part-time case manager
to our staff. Sharon Waterhouse has
